
 

WM started his life in foster care; he and his sister were taken from their bio-
logical mother, who was very young, when he was around 2 years old. They were 
adopted to an interesting family in South San Jose, where WM spent his childhood 
and grew up. He unfortunately ended up back in the system at 16. He was on Pro-
bation until he turned 18, at which time he got off Probation but remained with his 
Probation Officer for AB12. This was pretty confusing for him, but he came to under-
stand he was in a somewhat unique position being in both systems. Still, he got to 
take advantage of everything a ònormaló foster youth wouldñhe was given a choice 
of where he could live, could go to The Hub, earn an emancipation fund, have an 
ILP case manager, and things like that. He recently received a lot of help in transi-
tioning to his own apartment, where he lives now with his puppy. He even got help 
with paying to fix his car from the county. WM says he actually feels pretty lucky 
sometimes. 

 Being in foster care again was different the second time. It allowed WM to 
grow up fast. However, through trials and tribulations, he was able to overcome ad-
verse odds. The best advice WM could give to other youth is to take advantage of all 
the resources that are out there for [us]. He saved enough money in his housing pro-
gram to buy a car and move into his own studio. When he needed help, it was 
thereñpeople at The Hub, his P.O., and even now that he just emancipated, his new 
housing people with THP+. WM says, òIf you plan ahead and do it right, it doesnõt 
have to be so bad. Be patient; it doesnõt all happen in a day. The rest is all water off 
a duckõs back.ó
